PLANNING COMMISSION

APRIL 22, 2002

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in regular session Monday, April 22, 2002 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Alward at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the regular meeting of February 25, 2002 were accepted as presented.

Sellers/Wilcox lot split request for Lot 3, Block 74 of Grout, Foutch and Johnson’s

addition was presented.  Sellers wishes to sell the apartment building and they wish to

split  Lot 3 in half as the garage on Lot 4 extends into Lot 3.  Commissioner Matteson inquired if a public hearing was required.  He was advised no public hearing was necessary.  Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner David to recommend the lot split to the City Council.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Mark Bush, MidMichigan Regional Medical Center – Gladwin presented the site plan for a physical therapy addition to the professional building.  Site plan as presented meets all the requirements on the site plan check list.  Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Foor to approve the site plan.  Eight (8) ayes, no (0) nays, one (1) abstain.  Motion carried.

Richard Strohkirch presented a site plan for an addition to the Ace Hardware.  Plans would be to construct the project in two phases with phase one being the construction of an 50x141 foot addition on the north side of the existing Tool Haus building.  Phase two would be the construction of a roof covering the area between the Ace Hardware building and the Tool Haus building and construction of a new exit driveway to the north side of the Tool Haus building.  There was general discussion on the setback on the north side of the property at the corner of the DeHart property.  Parking requirements are met and the landscaping of the parking lot was discussed.  Motion by Commissioner Foor, supported by Commissioner Rhode to accept the site plan for both phase one and two.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Clare Breault presented his site plan for an addition.  There was discussion of the required number of parking spaces and the actual dimensions of the completed building.  There was also discussion of the “parking area” located on the lot directly south of his business that is non-conforming.  Motion by Commissioner Hindman, supported by Commissioner Matteson to approve the site plan provided an updated drawing is provided showing the actual dimension of the building and the required parking and the agreement of Mr. Breault to discontinue the use of the non-conforming parking by November 1, 2002.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Motion by Commissioner Foor, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to change the meeting times to 8:00 p.m. for the summer months.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Chairman Alward brought up a potential problem concerning a wood burning heating source causing problems with neighboring residences.  Smoke is invading neighbor’s homes to such an extent that it is activating the homeowner’s smoke detectors.  It was the consensus of the Planning Commission that this was a nuisance that would have to be address by the City Council, not the Planning Commission.

Commissioners were reminded of the “Site Plan Review” training session being held in Mt. Pleasant on May 14th.

The next scheduled Planning Commission meeting would be on Memorial Day.  If necessary, the Chairman will call a special meeting.

Motion by Commissioner Foor, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to adjourn.  All ayes.  Meeting adjourned at 8:37 p.m.
