PLANNING COMMISSION

MARCH 25, 2002
The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in regular session Monday, March 25, 2002 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Alward at 7:32 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the regular meeting of February 25, 2002 were accepted as presented.

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to close the regular meeting and open the public hearing.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Public hearing opened at 7:33 p.m.  Zoning Administrator Simpson read the notice of public hearing.  No written correspondence had been received.  Noone was in attendance to comment on the proposed changes to the Zoning Ordinance.  Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Hindman to close the public hearing.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Public hearing closed and Commission back in regular session at 7:36 p.m.

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to recommend to the City Council that the amendments to the Zoning Ordinance be approved.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Paul Idzikowski presented a plan for the construction of a 30x60 foot storage building north of the existing Sacred Heart Activity Center.  All requirements for site plan review are met.  As there is no street frontage to the property off Martin Street, there is no need for the installation of sidewalks.  Commissioner David asked what the building would be used for.  She was advised the current garage located to the rear of the rectory would be removed and the new building would be used for equipment storage and possibly a small office area.  There are no plans at this time to have electric service to the new structure.  Motion by Commissioner Witkowski, supported by Commissioner Hindman to approve the site plan.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Zoning Administrator Simpson reminded the Commission of the upcoming (Site Plan Review( training session to be held in Mt. Pleasant on May 14, 2002 and those interested in attending should contact him to make arrangements for registration.  Commissioners David, Jenkins and Witkowski expressed a desire to attend.

Tim English was in attendance and inquired as to the status of Pheasant Run Estates final plan approval.  He was advised by Zoning Administrator Simpson that, after review by the City Attorney, several changes to the Master Deed and Condominium Bylaws needed to be made and we have not received these yet.  Mr. English stated that he had approved the proposed changes and felt the final plan should be approved.  He was advised that until the documents have been returned and approved, we could not approve the final plan.  There was general discussion of the plans submitted for Pheasant Run Estates as several members were not on the Commission when preliminary plans were approved.

Mayor Winarski advised the Commission that he would like to Commission to look at developing a 5-10 year and 20-25 year (growth ring( plan surrounding the existing city limits and coordinate zoning districts with surrounding governmental jurisdictions to make sure they are compatible.  This will assist in making sure that any future expansion is coordinated between the various jurisdictions.  There is no immediate need to pursue this but should be considered within the next year or so.

Motion by Commissioner Jenkins, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to adjourn.  All ayes.  Meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
