PLANNING COMMISSION

MAY 28, 2002

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in regular session Tuesday, May 28, 2002 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Alward at 8:00 p.m.

The minutes of the regular meeting of April 22, 2002 were accepted as presented.

Motion by Commissioner Foor, supported by Commissioner David to close the regular

meeting and open the public hearing.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Regular meeting closed

and public hearing opened at 8:01 p.m.

Commissioner Jenkins was seated at 8:01 p.m.

Zoning Administrator Simpson read the notice of public hearing.  No written correspondence was received.  No one was in attendance to express views on the proposed zoning district change.  Proposed change would change the city garage property from Service Commercial (C-2) to Industrial.  Motion by Commissioner Foor, supported by Commissioner David to close the public hearing.  All ayes.  Public hearing closed and Commission back in regular session at 8:05 p.m.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Foor to make a recommendation to the City Council to approve the rezoning request.   Six (6) ayes, one (1) abstain (Shellenbarger).  Motion carried.

Pheasant Run Estates Final Plan was submitted for approval.  City Attorney Jacobson explained the difference between a Planned Unit Development (PUD) and a Site Condominium Project.  The streets within the project will be city streets and the plan meets or exceeds all the criteria for a subdivision and meets all R-1A zoning requirements.   Commissioner Shellenbarger inquired as to the reason for public versus private street.  Attorney Jacobson advised that under the current ordinance, street frontage is required on each lot.  Also, as Mr. English owns the property directly to the north of Pheasant Run Estates, this will also allow access to that parcel.

Commissioner Rhode was seated at 8:23 p.m.

There was discussion on when sidewalks should be.  Mr. English feels sidewalks should be installed after the individual unit is constructed to sidewalk is not damaged during construction.  Mr. McConkie advised his opinion is that sidewalks should be installed during initial of the project and that any damaged portions of the sidewalk would have to be replaced by the contractor.  The submitted plans do not show location of the sidewalks but they are referenced to on the plans.  Attorney Jacobson mentioned the possibility of including sidewalks in the “common element” of the project and that the home owners association could then collect fees from the members to provide for snow removal from the sidewalks during the winter months.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner David to approve the Final Plans for Pheasant Run Estates with the proviso that sidewalks shall be provided.

Discussion.  Commissioner Shellenbarger advised that he feels sidewalks should be installed as the lots are constructed.

Vote on motion all ayes.  Motion carried.

Bob McConkie presented a site plan to expand the cold storage building at the city garage.  He noted that when he was looking at planning for the expansion of the building that it was noted the current zoning would not allow for the expansion.  That was the reason the zoning district change was requested.  Once the addition is constructed, this would allow the city to remove the old “chicken coop”.  A “check list” will be completed and provided to the Commission members.  Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Jenkins to approve the site plan subject to the City Council approving the zoning district change.  Seven (7) ayes, one (1) abstain (Shellenbarger)  Motion carried.

There was general discussion on correspondence.  Commissioner Jenkins inquired as to when violators are cited for junk car of blight violations.  He was advised that after the time limits on the letter has expired, another letter is sent to the violator giving them one additional chance to remedy the situation.  In most cases, this results on the violation being corrected and no further action is necessary.

Chairman Alward advised the Commission of the passing of Commissioner Hindman’s wife, Bonnie.

Motion by Commissioner Foor, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to adjourn.  All ayes.  Meeting adjourned at 9:21 p.m.
