PLANNING COMMISSION

NOVEMBER 25, 2002

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in regular session Monday, November 25, 2002 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Alward at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of  Allegiance.

The minutes of the October 28, 2002 meeting were approved as presented.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Hindman to close the regular meeting and open the public hearing.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Regular meeting closed and public hearing opened at 7:31 p.m.

Commissioner Jenkins was seated at 7:31 p.m.

Zoning Administrator Simpson read the “Notice of Public Hearing”.  No correspondence has been received.

The purpose of the public hearing was a request by Clare Breault to vacate the alleyway between Lots 1 and 2 and Lots 7 and 8 of Block 1 and between Lots 1 and 2 and Lots 7 and 8 of Block 16 of Fosters Addition.  Glenn DeCarlo asked if this would affect the alleyway next to him.  He was advised it would not.  If the request were granted, it would be with the stipulation that the city would maintain a utility easement.  Mr. Breault was not in attendance to answer questions as to the reason for the request to vacate the alleys.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Jenkins to close the public hearing and return to regular session.  All ayes.  Public hearing closed and regular meeting back in session at 7:38 p.m.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Jenkins to deny the request to vacate the alleys.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Site plan for Herdegan USA was presented.  They are a medical equipment supplier and have a plant in Florida.  As the owner is originally from the Gladwin area, he wishes to return to the area and open up a new warehouse facility.  Site plan as submitted meets all the site plan requirements.  Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner David to approve the site plan.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

There was general discussion on the need to review and possibly update the Master Plan.  Each member will review the Master Plan to see if they have any recommendations for changes and the Planning Commission will also request the City Council authorize the retention of a Certified Planner to assist in reviewing the Master Plan.  Motion by Commissioner Hindman, supported by Commissioner David to request the City Council authorize the retention of a Planner to assist in reviewing the Master Plan.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Rhode was seated at 8:05 p.m.

There was general discussion on a replacement member for the Planning Commission.  Commissioner Shellenbarger has expressed his desire that he not be re-appointed to the Planning Commission.  Zoning Administrator Simpson noted that, according to Ordinance, one member should be a member of the Zoning Board of Appeals.  Commissioners are to think of possible replacements and inform Mayor Winarski.

When the Airport Commission submitted their site plan for the construction of the new hangers, an addition to that site plan was inadvertently omitted.  Plans were to also include a 24x80 foot pavilion to be located to the west of the existing terminal building parking lot.  New site plan was submitted to construct this structure.  Most of the materials will be recycled material from the city structures that were removed for the new Gladwin Industrial Park and the construction will be handled by the High School building trades classes.  Site plan meets all requirements.  Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner David to approve the site plan.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

There was general discussion of correspondence.

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Matteson to adjourn.  All ayes.  Meeting adjourned at 8:16 p.m.
