PLANNING COMMISSION

OCTOBER 28, 2002

The Gladwin City Planning met in regular session Monday, October 28, 2002 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Matteson at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Foor to close the regular

meeting and open the public hearing on rezoning a parcel on East First Street from R-1a to C-2.  All ayes.  Regular meeting closed and public hearing opened at 7:31 p.m.

Zoning Administrator Simpson read the “Notice of Public Hearing” for the record.  No correspondence has been received concerning this matter.

Chairman Alward was seated at 7:32 p.m.

Purpose of the public hearing is to rezone a 20 acre parcel owned by the city, described as Gladwin City, Section 31 19-1W the west ½ of the southeast ¼ of the southwest ¼, from R-1A Single Family Residential to C-2 Service Commercial to allow for the construction of a governmental service complex.  Chairman Alward inquired as to the zoning of surrounding property.  He was advised the property to the east is R-1A Single Family Residential, property to the north is R-M Multi-Family Residential, property to the south is I-Industrial and property to the west is C-2 Service Commercial.  Chairman Alward asked if there was anyone present who wished to comment of the rezoning request.  No one responded.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner David to close the public hearing and resume the regular meeting.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Public hearing closed and regular meeting back in session at 7:34 p.m.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Witkowski, to recommend the zoning district change to the Gladwin City Council.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Minutes of the regular meeting of September 23, 2002 were presented.  There was discussion on the language of the Pheasant Run Estates agreement.  Minutes were approved as presented.

Request from Clare Breault to vacate was presented.  Mr. Breault was requested to be at the meeting but was not in attendance.  Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner David to hold a public hearing on Monday, November 25, 2002 at 7:30 p.m. or as soon as the agenda will allow.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Kent Randall, Randall Remodeling, presented a site plan for an addition to the Gladwin Church of Christ.  There was discussion as to the plan submitted not showing the entire property nor set backs from the property lines.  Commissioner Foor inquired about parking requirements.  He was advised that under the current Zoning Ordinance, parking requirements are based on the sanctuary seating capacity.  Proposed addition would be for an office and classroom and would not increase the required parking.  A letter was attached stating that a parking lot agreement had been entered into with Hall Funeral Home to share parking facilities.  As there are still unanswered question and the church doesn’t anticipate construction before spring, it was decided to take to action at this time and the church will re-submit a more complete site plan.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Jenkins to close the regular meeting and open the public hearing on amendment to the Zoning Ordinance.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Regular meeting closed and public hearing opened at 8:01 p.m.

Zoning Administrator Simpson read the “Notice of Public Hearing” for the record.  No correspondence has been received.

The purpose of the public hearing was to amend the Zoning Ordinance to include “Private clubs, fraternal organization, and lodge halls” as Principal Uses Permitted in the Central Business District C-1 Zoning District.  There was discussion as to whether this should be a permitted use versus a special use allowed.  Parking requirements were discussed.  Under the current Zoning Ordinance, there are no parking requirements for uses within the C-1 District.  If this were a permitted special use, some requirements for granting the special use could be imposed.

Commissioner Rhode was seated at 8:14 p.m.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner David to close the public hearing and return to the regular session.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Public hearing closed and regular meeting back in session at 8:15 p.m.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to make a recommendation to the City Council to amend the Zoning Ordinance as follows:

All ayes.  Motion carried

Site plan for a new ranger station at the Gladwin City Park was presented.  The Gladwin High School Building Trades class will provide the labor and the city will provide the materials.  Building would be located where the current large flower bed is located.  That area is currently 12 feet wide.  The new ranger station would be approximately 14x24 feet.  The entry drive on the west side of the new building would have to be shifted slight.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Hindman to approve the site plan for the Park Ranger station.  All ayes. Motion carried.

Site plan for new hangers at the airport was presented.  Bob McConkie advised that the Airport Board has wanted to construct additional hangers.  The High School Building Trade classes have volunteered to provide labor if the City/County would provide the materials.  The proposed new hangers would be in line with the southern most existing hanger.  There is presently a concrete taxiway in front of the proposed hanger locations as it was anticipated new hangers would be constructed after the last airport improvements.  Cost of the new hangers is estimated at $10,000 per unit.  Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Jenkins to approve the site plan.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Request to modify the site plan for Riverview Condos was presented.  Originally approved plan had units 16 and 17 as a duplex unit.  Request is to make units 16 and 17 separate single-family units.  Proposed site plan meets existing setback requirements.  Chairmen Alward expressed his opinion as to requiring fire retardant materials between the units.  This is a matter for the County Building Department to address.  Motion by Commissioner Jenkins, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to approve the modified site plan.  All ayes (David abstain).  Motion carried.

Correspondence was discussed.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Foor to adjourn.  All ayes.  Meeting adjourned at 8:46 p.m.
