AUGUST 25, 2003

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in regular session on Monday, August 25, 2003 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Alward at 8:04 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Quorum was not present to conduct an official meeting.

Bob Sisson addressed the Commissioners present and stated his views on various City Ordinances and his displeasure with them.  He feels some of the ordinances are unfair and should be changed, particularly as apply to “Abandoned and Junk Vehicles”.  Bob McConkie pointed out that the “junk car” ordinance was not under the control of the Planning Commission and any suggestions for changes to the ordinance should be directed to the Ordinance Committee for review.  Consensus of the Commissioners present was that a recommendation should be made to the City Council to forward any ordinance change requests to the Ordinance Committee.

Tom Plude presented the site plan for an addition for a covered-outside storage area for LP tanks at Elliott Gas and Oil.  Proposed addition is located to the south of the existing LP refill station.  The area will be fenced and will allow for the removal of a trailer presently being used for tank storage.

There was general discussion on the request by Mid Michigan Auto Glass to vacate alleys.

It was decided to hold a special meeting on Tuesday, August 26, 2003 at 7:30 p.m. to cover the items that were on tonight’s agenda and could not be acted upon.
