PLANNING COMMISSION

December 22, 2003

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met Monday, December 22, 2003 at Gladwin City Hall.  

Present:  Commissioners Alward, Witkowski, Hindman, David and Stout.

Absent:  Commissioners Jungman, Rhode, Foor and Jenkins.

Also present:  Dan Provost, Christopher Croker, Tom Plude, Joe Nicklyn, Bernadette Weaver and Joseph Smith.  

As a quorum was not present, the commissioners listened to a presentation from Dan Provost and Tom Plude which outlined current and future improvements for the Gladwin County Road Commission property.  Possible trading of adjacent land was discussed.  Mr. Provost stated that he felt good public relations were of the utmost importance and stressed that he has worked closely with the residential property owners to make every effort to alleviate or prevent any nuisances which could occur as a result of their operations.  

As current court cases exempt governmental entities from complying with municipal zoning, no formal action was needed.  However, it was noted that the Road Commission made every attempt to conform to the ordinance requirements.  

The possible vacating of a portion of Bruce Street and potential re-zoning was discussed at length.  Christopher Croker, an adjacent property owner presented a map and noted his concerns in regard to ingress / egress and the possible alternatives to C-2 (Service Commercial) zoning.  Applicant Joe Nicklyn discussed the compatibility and possibility of revising his request to RO (Residential Office).  Mr. Nicklyn noted his concerns as to who would improve Bruce Street if the street was not vacated.  It was suggested that the option of a development agreement should be explored with the city administrator.

A letter will be forthcoming from Mr. Nicklyn and Mr. Croker asking for a revision to the re-zoning request.  The zoning administrator will contact the city planner in regard to the advisability of expanding the boundaries of the current RO zoning districts as well as contacting the absent commissioners in regard to holding a special meeting December 29, 2003.
