PLANNING COMMISSION

December 29, 2003

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in special session Monday, December 29, 2003 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Chairman Alward followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present:  Commissioners Stout, Hindman, Alward, David, Jenkins, Witkowski and Jungman. 

Absent:  Commissioners Foor and Rhode.

Also present:  Zoning Administrator Weaver.

A motion was made by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Stout to approve the meeting minutes of November 24 and December 22, 2003 as presented.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Changes in state law as pertain to zoning and master plans were discussed.  Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to set a public hearing to revise the Gladwin City Master Plan for March 22, 2004 at 7:30 p.m. or as soon thereafter the agenda will allow if the City Council is agreeable to the request.  

Motion by Commissioner Witkowski, supported by Commissioner Jenkins to set a public hearing for March 22, 2004 at 7:35 p.m. or as soon thereafter the agenda will allow to hear public comment to change the zoning from R1B to RO on Blocks 3,6,11 and Block 14 West of the Cedar River, all in Hanna’s Addition to the City of Gladwin.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Motion by Commissioner Stout, supported by Commissioner Jenkins to set a public hearing date for March 22, 2004 at 7:40 p.m. or as soon thereafter the agenda will allow to hear comment on changing zoning from R1A to C-2 on property owned by Don Perry which is located west of Lee Otto Pontiac dealership.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Commissioner Stout, supported by Commissioner Jungman to set a public hearing for March 22, 2004 at 7:45 p.m. or as soon thereafter the agenda will allow to obtain public comment on the proposed zoning change from R-1A to RM on property South of Lee Otto Pontiac Dealership.  All ayes.  Motion carried.       

Motion by Commissioner Jenkins, supported by Commissioner Stout to set a public hearing date for March 22, 2004 at 7:50 p.m. or as soon thereafter as the agenda will allow to obtain public comment on the revision of Golfview Condominium’s Planned Unit Development.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Site Plan compliance as pertained to Clare Breault’s property at 1201 N. State Street was discussed.  Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Jungman to recommend that the city attorney commence with action to dismiss the case in District Court as all components of the site plan had been satisfied.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Procedural changes were outlined as to changes in state law, charter compliance, etc.  Commissioners felt it would be helpful if the planner could attend the January 26, 2004 meeting to begin discussing other changes they should make to the master plan and zoning ordinance such as allowing the construction of garages, etc. in residential zones.  Chairman Alward asked the zoning administrator if she could contact the planner in regard to attending the next meeting.  He will contact City Administrator McConkie tomorrow in regard to setting up a meeting with the commissioners, City Council, and D.D.A. as discussed this fall.     

Motion by Commissioner Jenkins, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 6:32 p.m.
