PLANNING COMMISSION

FEBRUARY 24, 2003

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in regular session Monday, February 24, 2003 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Alward at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Stout to accept the minutes

of the January 27, 2003 as presented.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Hindman to close the regular meeting and open the public hearing.  All ayes.  Regular meeting closed and public hearing opened at 7:31 p.m.

Notice of public hearing was read by Zoning Administrator Simpson.  No written comments were received.  Purpose of the public hearing was a request for Special Use to allow the construction of 2 two-family duplex units in Hanna’s Addition, Block 11, Lots 6, 7, and 8.  In addition, if the Special Use were authorized, Mr. Becker would also like to split Lot 7 between Lots 6 and 8.  There was no one in attendance to offer comments.  Commissioner Jenkins inquired if sidewalks were required.  Zoning Administer Simpson advised that since this was an existing subdivision, sidewalk installation was not a requirement but could be installed if the property owner wished to construct a sidewalk.  Commissioner Witkowski inquired if the driveways had to be hard surfaced.  She was advised it was a requirement on new construction.  Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Hindman to close the public hearing and return to the regular meeting.  All ayes.  Public hearing closed and regular meeting back in session at 7:38 p.m.

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Stout to make a recommendation to the City Council to approve the Special Use for construction of 2 two-family dwellings and the split of Lot 7 to make a parcel of Lot 6 and the south 34 feet of Lot 7 and a parcel of Lot 8 and the north 32 feet of Lot 7.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Hindman to close the regular meeting and open the public hearing.  All ayes.  Regular meeting closed and public hearing opened at 7:39 p.m.

Notice of public hearing was read by Zoning Administrator Simpson.  No written comments were received.  Purpose of the public hearing was for a Special Use to allow the construction of an addition to the Gladwin Church of Christ.  There was no one in attendance that offered comments.  Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Hindman to close the public hearing and return to regular session.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Public hearing closed and regular meeting back in session at 7:42 p.m.

Motion by Commissioner Witkowski, supported by Commissioner Hindman to make a recommendation to the City Council to approve the Special Use for the construction of an addition to the Gladwin Church of Christ.   All ayes.  Motion carried.

Chairman Alward introduced Josh Reid who was in attendance at Alward’s request.  Mr. Reid presented a proposal to split Lots 5 and 6 of Block 66 of Grout, Foutch and Johnson’s Addition.  The lots currently run east-west and he would like to change the orientation to run north-south and would like one parcel to be 54.5 x 132 feet and the other parcel to be 77.46 x 132 feet.  It was noted that this would make a non-conforming lot.  There was discussion on making the lot split equal between the two lots making 2 lots each 66 x 132 feet.  Mr. Reid feels this would work for him.  Motion by Commissioner Jenkins, supported by Commissioner Hindman to recommend the lot split being Grout, Foutch and Johnson’s Addition Block 66, east ½ of Lots 5 and 6 as one parcel and Grout, Foutch and Johnson’s Addition, Block 66, west ½ of Lots 5 and 6 as the other parcel.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Chairman Alward asked Mayor Winarski what the status was on the review of the Master Plan.  Mayor Winarski advised that the City Council had authorized a planner to review the Master Plan and the project should be underway shortly.  Alward also asked as to the status of the realignment of River Road.  Mayor advised the Road Commission is awaiting information from the FAA.

Motion by Commissioner Jenkins, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to adjourn.  All ayes.  Meeting adjourned at 8:17 p.m.
