PLANNING COMMISSION

JANUARY 27, 2003

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in regular session Monday, January 27, 2003 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Alward at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Chairman Alward introduced new Planning Commissioner Stout.

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Jenkins to accept the

minutes of the December 23, 2002 meeting as presented.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Jenkins to re-appoint the previous slate of officers being Alward as Chairman, Matteson as Vice-Chairman and David as Secretary, and that a unanimous vote be cast.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Chad DeShano presented the site plan for Graff Motor Sales Used Car lot.  Plans call for the addition of the sales office to be attached to the existing garage.  Parking area would be hard surfaced and sidewalks will be installed.  The current Zoning Ordinance stipulates the side yard setback should equal the height of the building, however, the current garage is approximately 5 feet off the property line.  Schedule “M” of the Zoning Ordinance does allow the Planning Commission to waive the setback requirement.  Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner David to approve the site plan.  All ayes. Motion carried.

The Gladwin Church of Christ submitted plans for a classroom addition to the church.  The Zoning Ordinance was recently changed to allow churches as an allowable Special Use in the C-1 Zoning District.  Before the plan can be approved, it will be necessary to hold a public hearing on the Special Use.  Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Jenkins to hold a public hearing on February 24, 2003 at 7:30 p.m. or as soon as the agenda will allow.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Gladwin County Road Commission inquiry as to realigning River Road to meet with South Silverleaf Street was discussed.  It is the consensus of the Planning Commission that traffic flow would be better managed with the main point of entry into the city from the south being directed through the traffic control device at Cedar and Silverleaf.  Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Matteson to make a recommendation  to the City Council for the realignment of River Road to South Silverleaf Street, subject to FAA approval.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Lot split and special use requests were received from Brad Becker.  He wishes to split lot 7 of Block 11, Hanna’s Addition equally between lots 6 and 8 and then construct a two family dwelling on each lot.  Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Jenkins to hold a public hearing on February 24, 2003 at 7:40 p.m. or as soon as the agenda will allow.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Correspondence from Anna and Robert Weaver was discussed.  They are experiencing vibration problems from DURA Automotive.

Bob McConkie presented a request from the City Council regarding an easement issue.  Property owned by E. L. Nash located south of May Street contains a portion that has been deeded to the city (extension of Townsend Street) for “highway, drainage and utility purposes” that is sixty-six (66) feet wide.  They are working on plans to develop this property and would like to reduce the scope of the easement to eliminate the “highway” portion of the easement.  The city would then have an easement for drainage and utilities purposes that would not require a sixty-six (66) foot easement allowing for development of portions of the existing plat.  Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to make a recommendation to the City Council to abandon the “highway” portion of the easement.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Motion by Matteson, supported by Witkowski to adjourn.  All ayes.  Meeting adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
