PLANNING COMMISSION

JUNE 3, 2003

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in special session on Tuesday, June 3, 2003 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Alward at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the March 27, 2003 meeting were accepted as presented.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner David to close the regular meeting and open the public hearing.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Regular meeting closed and public hearing opened at 7:31 p.m.

Notice of public hearing was read by Zoning Administrator Simpson.  Purpose of the public hearing was to amend the Zoning Ordinance to allow maximum of three (3) story structures in the Service Commercial C-2 zoning District.  No correspondence had been received.

There was no one present to comment on the proposed Zoning Ordinance amendment.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner David to close the public hearing.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Public hearing closed and regular meeting back in session at 7:33 p.m.

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Foor to recommend the City Council approve the amendment to the Zoning Ordinance to allow buildings up to three (3) stories in the Service Commercial C-2 zoning district.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

DeVere Dennings presented the site plan for the proposed Riverwalk Place project.  Two areas of concern were raised, one of which will be addressed if the city council approves the amendment to the Zoning Ordinance.  The other item is the front yard setback.  A Zoning Board of Appeals hearing is scheduled for June 5, 2003.  Other than those two issues, the site plan meets all applicable requirements.  Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Foor to approve the site plan pending city council approval of the Zoning Ordinance amendment and a favorable finding by the Zoning Board of Appeals.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Site plan for St. Paul’s Episcopal Church addition was presented.  Proposed site plan meets all applicable requirements.  Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to approve the site plan.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Motion by Commissioner Foor, supported by Commissioner David to adjourn.  All ayes.  Meeting adjourned at 8:07 p.m.
