PLANNING COMMISSION

SEPTEMBER 23, 2003

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in regular session Monday, September 22, 2003 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Alward at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Present:  Commissioners Matteson, Hindman, David, Rhode, Alward, Foor, Jenkins, and Witkowski.

Absent:  Commissioner Stout.

Also present:  Mayor Winarski, Sally Campbell, Glenn DeCarlo, Clare Breault, Gordon Blume, Jerry Greenman, Bernadette Weaver, Linda Hetherington, and Bob McConkie.  

The meeting minutes of August 25th and 26th were approved as presented.  

Motion by Commissioner Hindman, supported by Commissioner Rhode to temporarily adjourn the regular meeting and open the public hearing.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Regular meeting adjourned and public hearing opened at 7:32 p.m.  The notice of public hearing was read which requested that two alleys between Lots 1-2 and 7-8, Block 1 and Lots 1-2 and 7-8, Block 16 be vacated.  

Gordon Blume, representing Clare Breault of  Mid Michigan Auto Glass presented the business’ plan to pave the north and west sides of the building in order to comply with the site plan process.  Mr. Breault noted that if the alley north of his 1201 N. State Street business were vacated, he would pave the entire sixteen feet extending the length of his lots, subject to an agreement between himself and the adjacent property owner, Dr. Sullivan.  He realizes there is sanitary sewer in that area, and the city would need to retain a utility easement.   Commissioner Jenkins asked to see the original site plan approved in 2002, and all commissioners reviewed.    

Linda Hetherington voiced her concern if the alley north of her house (the second requested vacation) be vacated as a fire hydrant and other utilities are located there.  Also, she is worried about the fact that a business could build even closer to her residence which she feels could detract from the marketability of her property.  Commissioners discussed addressing each area separately.  Clare Breault noted that the crucial situation is the portion of the alley located in Block 1, which is adjacent to his existing business.  The alley between Ms. Hetherington’s property and his vacant lot south of Fourth Street in Block 16 is not a critical issue.  

Motion by Commissioner Matteson, supported by Commissioner Jenkins to close the public hearing and resume the regular meeting.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Public hearing closed and regular meeting resumed at 7:55 p.m.  

Motion by Commissioner Rhode, supported by Commissioner Foor to recommend to the City Council that they look favorably upon vacating the alley between Lots 1-2 and 7-8, Block 1, Foster’s Addition excepting and reserving an easement for utilities to the City of Gladwin, but to deny the proposed request to vacate the alley between Lots 1-2 and 7-8, Block 16, Foster’s Addition to the City of Gladwin.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

A parcel split request from Rod Kigar was reviewed which would allow him to sell two parcels west of his residence at 1020 W. Third Street for residential lots.  As all requirements pursuant to Lands Division and city zoning were met, a motion was made by Commissioner David and supported by Commissioner Rhode to recommend approval of the splits to the City Council.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

A parcel split request from the City of Gladwin was reviewed in which they would sell a parcel of property in the new addition to the industrial park to Packaging Direct.  This would enable Packaging Direct to construct a new manufacturing / processing facility.  As all requirements of Lands Division and the city zoning ordinance were met, a motion was made by Commissioner Matteson and supported by Commissioner Rhode to recommend approval of the same to the City Council.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Correspondence was discussed, especially one which pertained to sidewalk issues.  

Motion by Commissioner Rhode, supported by Commissioner Foor to adjourn. All ayes.  Meeting adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
