PLANNING COMMISSION

January 26, 2004

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in regular session Monday, January 26, 2004 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Chairman Alward followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Present:  Commissioners Hindman, Stout, Alward, Jenkins, David and Witkowski.  

Absent:  Commissioners Jungman, Rhode and Foor.

Also present:  Mayor Winarksi, Gary Carey, Doug Jacobson and Bernadette Weaver.

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Jenkins to approve the minutes of December 22nd and 29th, 2003 as presented.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Mayor Winarski informed the Commission that the City Council voted last Monday not to cite Dura Automotive for violating the zoning ordinance as their stamping operations were transmitting vibrations across their property lines.  The Council feels the Planning Commission should re-visit that section of the ordinance and establish levels that are reasonable.  He also noted that all other nuisances in that section of the ordinance had established levels of tolerable / intolerable levels.  Zoning Administrator Weaver reported that unfortunately, test results which had been provided by Dura Automotive could not be converted to comparable numbers to gauge compliance / non-compliance with the ordinances which had established levels.  

The commissioners reviewed documents dismissing the zoning non-compliance case against Clare Breault.  

Gary Carey of Rowe, Incorporated led the commissioners in discussions as to possible changes to the city zoning ordinance and master plan.    

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
