PLANNING COMMISSION

MARCH 15, 2004

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in special session Monday, March 15, 2004 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order at 5:40 p.m. by Vice-chairman Jenkins followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Present:  Commissioners Hindman, Stout, Rhode, Jenkins, David and Witkowski.  

Absent:  Commissioners Alward and Foor.

Also present:  Zoning Administrator Weaver.

The purpose of the special meeting was to re-schedule five public hearings which were originally scheduled for the upcoming March 22, 2004 regular meeting.  However, in the zoning administrator’s absence last week from the office, notices and publications were not provided to property owners by city hall.  Therefore, in order to meet legal publication / notification requirements, the hearings needed to be moved to a later date.

Motion by Commissioner Jenkins, supported by Commissioner David to set a public hearing for Tuesday, April 6, 2004 at 8:00 p.m. or as soon thereafter as the agenda will allow to revise the Gladwin City Master Plan to reflect corresponding changes to the zoning ordinance in Hanna’s Addition to the City of Gladwin (R-1B to RO) Blocks 3,6,11, and Block 14 West of the Cedar River, an area in Section 2, South of  Lee Otto GM dealership, City of Gladwin now zoned R1A to be zoned RM, an area in Section 2 fronting on M-61, now zoned R1A to be zoned C-2.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to set a public hearing for April 6, 2004 at 8:05 p.m. or as soon thereafter as the agenda will allow to hear comment on changing the zoning from R-1B to RO on Blocks 3,6,11 and Block 14 West of the Cedar River, all in Hanna’s Addition to the City of Gladwin.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to set a public hearing date for April 6, 2004 at 8:10 p.m. or as soon thereafter as the agenda will allow to hear comment on changing zoning from R-1A to C-2 on property owned by Don Perry, located in Gladwin City, Section 2, West of 1435 West Cedar Avenue (Lee Otto’s dealership).  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Commissioner Witkowski, supported by Commissioner Rhode to set a public hearing for April 6, 2004 at 8:15 p.m. or as soon thereafter as the agenda will allow to hear comment on the request to change zoning from R-1A to RM on property located South of 1435 W. Cedar Avenue owned by Don Perry.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Motion by Commissioner Rhode, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to set a public hearing date for April 6, 2004 at 8:20 p.m. or as soon thereafter as the agenda will allow to obtain public comment on the proposed revision of Golfview Condominium’s Planned Unit Development.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

The upcoming public hearing scheduled for March 22, 2004 was discussed in regard to removing the section from the ordinance which dealt with vibrations in industrial zones.  Commissioner Jenkins stated that it should be taken out right away so the city would not be sued for not enforcing their ordinance.  

Commissioner David added that it would most likely be addressed as a nuisance in the city ordinances when the Council felt it was appropriately addressed.  

Commissioners Hindman, Stout and Rhode questioned why replacement language was not available yet and Commissioner Stout added that an acceptable level of vibration should be investigated before it was removed from the ordinance; whether it was addressed as a nuisance in city ordinances or in the zoning ordinance.  Commissioner Rhode also asked what happened to the property owner who was being adversely affected?  What happened to them if the section was taken out?   

Commissioners questioned the process and timetable on making wholesale revisions to the master plan.  Administrator McConkie replied that the cost from Rowe, Inc. to review both the zoning ordinance and master plan was $45,000 and the City Council needed to approve that amount.  He would take the Planning Commissioners’ request that this be entertained by the City Council to them at tonight’s meeting.  Commissioners also wanted to know if wood stoves and the nuisance of smoke were governed by the city or zoning ordinances, and if the picket fence at the corner of Silverleaf and Beech which was partially destroyed this winter could be re-built.  The zoning administrator will forward these inquiries to the city attorney.  

Discussion as to the vacancy left by the resignation of Brian Jungman.  Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Jenkins to recommend the Mayor consider John Clayton as a replacement for Brian Jungman on the Planning Commission.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Witkowski, supported by Stout to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 6:50 p.m.
