PLANNING COMMISSION

MAY 24, 2004

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in regular session Monday, May 24, 2004 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order at 8:00 p.m. by Commissioner David followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Present:  Commissioners Hindman, Stout, Rhode, Clayton, Foor, David and Witkowski.

Absent:  Commissioners Alward and Jenkins.

Also present:  Chris Muma, Bernadette Weaver, Jeanette Kehoe, Earl Ford, Judith Ford, Jim Shaw, Bonnie Shaw, Charles Wolohan, and Darlene Wolohan.

Motion by Commissioner Stout, supported by Commissioner Foor to accept the meeting minutes of April 26, 2004 as presented.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Commissioner Rhode, supported by Commissioner Stout to close the regular meeting and open the public hearing.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Public hearing opened at 8:02 p.m.  

Chris Muma explained his request for expansion of a special use as he wished to add on to his existing garage facility that was used in the conduction of his agricultural business.  

Commissioner Hindman questioned if the size of the addition was 80 x 100’ as the zoning administrator indicated in correspondence to the commissioners or was it 100 x 125’ as Chris had indicated on his plans?  He would like clarification.

Mr. Muma said the correct measurements were 100 x 125’, not 80 x 100’.

Commissioner Foor questioned Zoning Administrator Weaver if the building addition would be the same height and she replied she believed so and asked Chris if that were correct.  He replied that no, the addition was to be four feet higher than the original structure due to the fact if he needed to bring a crane in, the building would accommodate that greater height.  

Commissioner Foor questioned height requirements and Weaver noted that the Commission had approved that original height previously as acceptable and now could approve or make modifications as to the special use expansion.  The maximum acceptable height in that district is 35 feet.  Mr. Muma replied he was well below that.  

Commissioners David and Rhode questioned access drive configuration and setbacks.  All were deemed acceptable.  

Motion by Commissioner Foor, supported by Commissioner Stout to close the public hearing and return to the regular meeting.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Public hearing closed and regular meeting convened at 8:07 p.m.    

Motion by Commissioner Foor, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to recommend to the City Council that the special use expansion as presented by Chris Muma of 1154 W. First Street be allowed.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Commissioner Rhode, supported by Commissioner Stout to set a public hearing for June 8, 2004 at 8:00 p.m. or as soon thereafter as the agenda will allow to receive public comment on the provision that would add requirements for condominiums in the Planned Unit Development Article of the City Zoning Ordinance.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Commissioner Rhode, supported by Commissioner Stout to set a public hearing for June 8, 2004 at 8:05 p.m. or as soon thereafter as the agenda will allow to receive public comment on allowing communication towers as special uses in the Industrial District.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

A lot split request was presented from the City of Gladwin to allow the sale of the East 6 feet of Lot 2, Block 76 excepting the South 16 ½ feet thereof (former water tower property) to the adjacent property owner, Jerry Mansfield, Jr. at 107 Cayuga Street.  The property owner had discussed the sale with the city administrator who had in turn forwarded the information to the City Council in the fall.  Existing and proposed lot sizes were discussed.  Motion by Commissioner Stout, supported by Commissioner Foor to recommend to the City Council that the request be approved as presented.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

A site plan for an addition to Chris Kokotovich’s residence in a commercial zoning district was reviewed.  Motion by Commissioner Stout, supported by Commissioner Witkowski to accept the site plan as presented, conditional upon the premise that a zoning permit will not be issued prior to June 18, 2004, the date the ordinance revision allowing such takes effect.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Commissioner Jenkins was seated at 8:25 p.m.

The revised and additional set of fees pertaining to zoning and planning were presented as well as correspondence.  Commissioners Witkowski and Stout questioned the status of other non-conforming properties.  

Those in attendance asked if any timetable was available in regard to resolution of their questions regarding a recent re-zoning request.  Vice-Chairman Jenkins addressed their concerns and Mrs. Shaw extended an invitation to all commissioners to stop at the Bailey Farm and observe the water runoff in light of the recent rains.  

Commissioner Hindman gave an update on ongoing investigations into possible ordinance revisions pertaining to vibration levels, and also the approved ordinance modifications addressing woodburners.

Motion by Commissioner Foor, supported by Commissioner Stout to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
