PLANNING COMMISSION

JANUARY 23, 2006

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met Monday, January 23, 2006 at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Chairman Alward followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Stout to accept the meeting minutes of September 26 and October 24, 2005 as presented.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Clayton to nominate and cast a unanimous ballot for the following slate of officers:  Chairman – Alward, Vice-Chairman – Jenkins, and Secretary – David.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Possible meeting times were discussed.  Motion by David, supported by Stout to establish a 5:00 p.m. meeting time until April.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Commissioner Darlington excused herself at 5:10 p.m.

Correspondence which pertained to zoning violations was discussed as well as the resolution of a question which arose as to the membership / voting status of appointed council members to the commission.  A request by Terry Lee of Lee’s Offroad for an extension to pave his parking lot was entertained.  Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Hindman to grant the extension for hard surfacing the parking lot at Lee’s Offroad for one year.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Commissioners noted two items in need of attention; first, a letter of reminder to Graff Used Cars that installation of sidewalk on the east side of their commercial property and hard surfacing of the sales lot needed to be accomplished by Fall 2006 and second, a letter to Northside Party Store that a non-conforming, temporary sign needed to be removed at that location.  

Chris Croker explained that he had received utility maps of the city and testing for water pressure could not be undertaken until probably the spring.  

Commissioner Alward excused himself at 5:30 p.m. and relinquished the chair to Commissioner Jenkins.  Discussion as to obtaining, revising and interpreting demographic data for use in the master plan as well as possible avenues to accomplish this.  Mr. Croker suggested contacting a graduate program in municipal planning to see if
