PLANNING COMMISSION

MARCH 27, 2006

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in regular session Monday, March 27, 2006 at 5:00 p.m. at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Alward followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present:  Commissioners Darlington, David, Jenkins, Alward, Stout and Hindman.

Absent:  Commissioners Foor, Clayton and Rhode.

Also present:  Don Hamilton, Bernadette Weaver, Andrew Parisi and Norma Becker.  

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Stout to accept the meeting minutes of February 27, 2006 as presented.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Hindman to recess the regular meeting and open the public hearing to hear comment on the proposed Preliminary Plat of Mayfield Subdivision.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Regular meeting recessed and public hearing opened at 5:00 p.m.  The notice of public hearing was read by Zoning Administrator Weaver.  No written comments had been received.  

Don Hamilton of Lapham and Associates and Andy Parisi, representing Habitat for Humanity, presented the Preliminary Plat.  Mr. Parisi noted 1-2 houses a year would be built.  Zoning Administrator Weaver noted easements that were maintained / relinquished by the City Council; namely, a utility easement for sewer and the Townsend Street easement extended south of May Street, respectively.  Utility locations that were installed to accommodate the previous configuration of four parcels were in need of revising prior to construction of the subdivision.  Weaver outlined options the City DPW Foreman Chuck Carman suggested.  

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Hindman to close the public hearing and reconvene regular meeting.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Public hearing closed and regular meeting reconvened at 5:10 p.m.

Motion by Commissioner Jenkins, supported by Commissioner David to recommend to the City Council that the Preliminary Plat of Mayfield Subdivision be approved subject to the provision that utility locations for Lots 3 and 5 be verified with the City DPW and shown on the Final plat.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Discussion as to the need for sidewalk pursuant to city ordinance and installation timetables.  Previous projects were noted.  Motion by Commissioner Jenkins, supported by Commissioner David, to amend the previous motion to include an additional recommendation that sidewalk be installed as residences are constructed.  However, if houses within the subdivision are built on non-contiguous lots; i.e. Lots 3 and 5, sidewalk must also be installed on Lot 4 before the second structure’s zoning permit is issued.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Commissioner Alward excused himself at 5:20 p.m. and Co-Chairman Jenkins assumed the chair.  

Zoning Administrator Weaver informed the commissioners that John Kirby of Graff Motor Sales called to confirm that paving of the used car lot will be accomplished soon.  

Motion by Commissioner Darlington, supported by Commissioner Stout to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 5:30 p.m.
