PLANNING COMMISSION

MAY 22, 2006

The Gladwin City Planning Commission met in special session Monday, May 22, 2006 at 8:00 p.m. at Gladwin City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Alward followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Present:  Commissioners Darlington, David, Foor, Alward and Hindman.

Absent:  Commissioners Clayton, Jenkins, Rhode and Stout.

Also present:  Kent Rice, Bernadette Weaver, John Caffrey and Doug Jacobson..

Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Hindman to approve the meeting minutes of March 27, 2006 as presented.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Discussion as to meeting times for the months of June through August.  Motion by Commissioner Foor, supported by Commissioner David to establish the fourth Tuesday of each month at 5:15 p.m. for the months of June through August as Planning Commission meetings.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

John Caffrey, Airport Commission Chairman presented a site plan for a 68’ x 269’ x 16’ ht. hangar containing 11 spaces to be constructed by the Gladwin Zettel Memorial Airport to be available for lease.  Approximately fifteen property owners whose residences are adjacent to this area were notified regarding site plan review in the event they wanted to comment upon or question the project.  Caffrey noted that the hangars were to be leased, not owned by the occupants.  Setbacks were questioned.  It was noted that setbacks would be at least 200 feet from the west property line.  Commissioner Clayton entered the meeting at 8:15 p.m.  To date, the zoning administrator was aware of one property owner that had stopped at City Hall to review the plans.  In addition, in attendance was Mr. Kent Rice, adjacent property owner on Silverleaf Street.  His property is for sale and he is interested in the future airport plans.  He said questions were answered to his satisfaction.  Motion by Commissioner David, supported by Commissioner Clayton to approve the site plan as presented.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

Commissioner Jenkins was seated at 8:30 p.m.  Correspondence, administrative reviews and progress on the master plan update was discussed.  Christopher Croker informed the city today that he was unable to contact a graduate program in municipal planning that could undertake that project for the summer and that he would not be able to work on the project as he anticipated at this time.  Schools with planning departments will be contacted to see if a student would be available for the fall.  

Commissioners questioned when Graff Motor Sales would be paving their parking lot as mandated by ordinance.  Commissioner Alward stated more enforcement was needed in regard to residents parking in yards.  Discussion.
